. The Māori, New Zealand's �rst people, arrived by sea from their

ancestral Polynesian . They found a land rich in resources, which

in"uenced their way of life. The dense forests provided wood for building 

and materials for homes. The rivers and seas teemed with , becoming a

staple in their diet. Birds, such as the now-extinct moa, were hunted for 

and clothing.

The landscape also played a crucial role in the development of Māori culture and social

. Tribes settled in areas where the land o&ered ample resources, leading

to the establishment of distinct territorial .
